Homework


It is expected that children read at home at least 3 times each week. Whenever your child reads at home, please sign their reading diary, which be brought to school each day. Maths and English homework is set each Thursday and due in on Tuesday. Homework will always link to the work in class that week. It is essential that your child completes this learning to support them when accessing the learning in class.











PE


This term, Year 6 will be receiving PE lessons each Friday. We will start the term by focusing on athletics. We will then move on to developing our rounders skills later in the term. In order to take part, children need to be wearing their PE kit, which includes a white t shirt, black shorts and trainers. Please ensure these are in school at the start of each week.





Mathematics


This term, we will revisit each maths area from the national curriculum in order to consolidate our understanding. We will spend the second part of the term applying our learning though reasoning style challenges.  In addition to these daily morning sessions we are have mental arithmetic lessons for 20 minutes each afternoon to ensure fluency in each child’s number facts and times tables. It is vital that all children are secure in their knowledge of these number facts. We therefore strongly encourage children to continue to practise their times tables at home. 








How do physical processes affect our world?


Our focus in the spring term is to answer the question: How do physical processes affect our world?  This term we will be predominantly focussing on science. Particularly exploring light and electricity. Throughout this theme, we will be focussing on the book, ‘The London Eye Mystery’. In English, we will be using this book to write police reports, television news reports, free verse poetry and much more! This book will give us lots of opportunities to explore writing creatively.
