COVID update 
We have recently had guidance advising us of the new symptoms of the Delta variant of 
COVID-19. These are: 

• Headache 

• Sore throat 

• Runny nose 

• Fever 
Having had our weekly review of our COVID-19 risk assessment, if your child is showing any 
of these symptoms, please book them in for a PCR test and keep them off school until their 
test result is received (this is normally within 24 hours). Please keep school updated so we 
can take action if necessary. 
 
COVID Lateral Flow Tests 
As many of you are aware, part of the government’s drive to keep COVID under control is to 
encourage everyone to take regular rapid lateral flow tests at home.  
All families are entitled to order these for free for family members that are above 11 years of 
age.

There is concern that those parent that are 
congregating on the corner of Appleton Street are blocking the way for some of our families 
and that they are having to walk through a group of adults smoking. Whilst the school cannot 
stop this happening, we would request that you consider everyone’s safety and feelings 
when meeting near the school grounds. 
 
In addition to this we would ask that adults collecting their key stage two child do not 
congregate at the edge of the double green gates. Please either come on to the school 
grounds or arrange to meet your child away from this area. This request is being made as 
families are concerned about having to step on the road to maneuver round these adults.
