Uniform

At Birklands Primary School we expect all our pupils to wear appropriate school uniform.
The uniform consists of:

white shirt or white / burgundy polo shirt

burgundy cardigan / sweatshirt or fleece

black or grey shorts, skirts, trousers or pinafore dresses

burgundy gingham summer dresses

Black shoes - no trainers

Make-up, nail polish/false nails are not permitted

Jewellery — one pair of stud earrings

If this isn’t convenient or uniform is unavailable, with verbal parental permission we will provide clean
uniform for them to wear for the day and change out of at the end of the school day.
